By Andrea Osmun g05
arsha (Ringenberg) Wright
Mg70 looks back on how God
penned the story of her
Writing ministry.

Marsha always loved to read mystery,
suspense and international thrillers. When
Christian fiction first became popular, she
was really excited...
until she realized that
much of it wasn’t
written as well as the
secular fiction she
enjoyed reading,

One year on
vacation, she decided
to seek the Lord
about writing books,
but He reminded
her that she had
five small children and a career. Years later,
when her fifth child went off to college, she
decided to learn to write.

“I learned that one of the best teachers
in the whole country was right here at
Taylor University Fort Wayne: Dr. Dennis
Hensley h08,” Marsha said. “I decided to
talk to him to see if he thought starting to
write was feasible for me at age 53.”

“We talked about many things, and he
assured me I could learn to write.”

When Marsha signed up for Dr.
Hensley’s Fiction Writing class, she was

nervous about being “too old,” but then
found other non-traditional students, who
eventually became her lifelong friends and
professional critique partners. She also took
David Pierce’s Crime and Mystery Writing
class and Dr. Hensley’s Freelance Writing
and Screenwriting classes.

“I am very thankful
for the writing classes
at Taylor Fort Wayne. I
didn’t just learn to write,
but to think and organize
and accept criticism and
to rewrite and to rewrite.”

In 2007, Marsha
wrote Maggie Ray, WWII
Air Force Pilot, which
is about her mother.

In 2011, she wrote a
biography about a young Muslim woman
who came to Christ. That book has not
yet been published, out of respect for the
woman’s safety. Marsha also writes scripts
for her singing group, The Senior Saints, and
has written and taught her own Bible study,
God’s Story: My Story.

“God has led me in a different
direction, at least for the time being: helping
other people tell their stories,” Marsha said.
“While I’'m itching to finish those mysteries,
I am waiting to see where God might lead
next.”

The Professional Writing program grew

exponentially over the years. In the first year,
just three girls had signed up for the major.
In 2009 Professional Writing had 89 full-time
enrolled majors — as well as 41 students
taking professional writing courses online.

When Doc was teaching on the Fort
Wayne campus, he and his wife, Rose,
enjoyed getting to know each of his students
personally. Every year they would invite
students to their home for dinner and board
games — his favorite being “Humm...ble,”
a game in which the students would have to
guess what song each person was humming.

“Also, Rose and I were able to house
a lot of the visiting parents of prospective
students, which allowed us to get close to
their families,” Doc said.

He misses having non-traditional
students in his classes. When he taught on
the Fort Wayne campus, many older students
who already had established careers took
professional writing classes. That mix of
traditional students (ages 18 to 22) and non-
traditional students (ages 28 to 70) offered a

wide range of life experiences from which to
write and learn.

Since the Professional Writing major has
moved to Taylor, it has continued to grow.

As the professional writing department
continues to succeed, Dr. Hensley looks
toward the future. “I am now 66 years
old, so I will probably teach only three
more years,” he said. “In that time, I
want to put in place solid professors who
know my philosophy of teaching writing
skills and who have the experience to
keep my department thriving. I want
to see the Department of Professional
Writing continue to produce outstanding
Christian writers who are making an impact
for the cause of Christ in all areas of
communication.”

Doc said his goal is for his students to
find areas in professional writing where they
can make a good living and enjoy their work.

“Some go into magazine writing
and editing, some go into newspaper
reporting, some become radio or TV or
movie scriptwriters, some become editors
at publishing houses, some become literary
agents, and some become public relations
writers,” he said. “As they enjoy their work
and succeed at it, I feel I have done my job.”



Cecil Goes Back to School to Write

( : heryl (Roth) Cecil g68 is
embarking upon a new ministry
in her retirement years: writing:

For 33 years, she assisted her husband Earl

g68 in church work. She never imagined that

her experience as a pastor’s wife would lead
her to publish a book that helps people in
grief.

Cheryl graduated from FWBC with
a bachelor’s degree in .
Christian education with
a minor in missions.

While leading and
serving their church,
Cheryl and Earl often
went together to visit sick &
people in the hospital,
minister to them at their
bedside, and attend
funerals.

“You don’t have
to be in the church for
very long to realize that
people die and leave their
families behind,” Cheryl said. “For 33 years,
my husband would hear when people passed
away. We counted it a real privilege to sit
with those who grieved.”

She discovered in their ministry that
most people were reluctant to grieve,
perhaps because they felt their hope of
heaven didn’t allow them to be sad or
because society views gtief as weakness.

“After many, many funeral experiences,

I started collecting this in my heart.
Somehow I found a desire to say, ‘It’s okay.
You can be sad,” Cheryl said. “I’ve had
numerous people tell me, ‘I think it’s wrong
to grieve. I don’t want to lose my faith if I
grieve. I want to trust Christ.”

In their church ministry, Cheryl and
Earl complemented one another’s gifts
and personalities. Earl was gregarious, and
Cheryl was quiet. But as she grew in
the ministry, Cheryl discovered she
had leadership potential.
\ “When I went into women’s
B ministries, 1 began walking through
some doors God opened to lead
Bible studies, and that led into more
of a teaching role,” Cheryl said.
“During that 10 years, I mostly
wrote my own Bible studies, and 1
wrote study guides for many Bible
studies. I believe that was a way
God was preparing me to go into
the writing program at Taylor Fort

The Cecils lived in Fort Wayne from
2001 to 2011.

“He said, ‘Mom, did you know that
TUFW offers a professional writing degree?’
I looked into it and was enamored with it,”

Cheryl said. “It became a dream of
mine to do something like this.”

That summer, Cheryl’s older sister
was dying of a degenerative disease. While
Cheryl was mulling over whether to sign
up for professional writing classes, her
sister encouraged her to follow her dream.
Cheryl’s sister died in July 2005.

“I thought, ‘My sister’s gone. Life is
so short. What should I do?” she said. “I
realized that her death didn’t have to take away
this desire. It fueled it. I found out I could
take classes in the program without taking
a bachelor’s degree, since I already had a
bachelor’s. This was a door God was opening.”

So, Cheryl signed up to take
professional writing classes at TUFW in
2005. During her time in the program, she
took Dr. Hensley’s fiction and nonfiction

writing classes, business and technical
writing, and writing for children with
Michelle Medlock-Adams.

“I learned so much from Dr. Hensley
and Michelle Medlock-Adams,” she said. “I
often came home and told my husband how
much I was learning, He said, in his work as
an administrator, “These things you’re telling
me are starting to affect my writing.” It was a
neat thing to come back around. It was like
two of us got the education.”

Her book, Open the Floodgates: Welcoming
Grief into onr Seasons of Loss, along with
a Coompanion Guide, is now available on
Amazon.com.

“My prayer is that God would get it into
the hands of someone who really needs it,”
Cheryl said. “The Lord knows where He

awn (Renkenberger)

Eyre, Charles Dickens, and found more
books I liked,” she said. “I wanted to see
how each book was constructed. Then I'd
just dig into it and figure out why I loved it
and why other people loved it.”

She doesn’t believe that any particular
class or professor at TUFW contributed to
her love of books or writing. But, she said,
“I do think that my majoring in
Christian Education and focusing
on the spiritual formation of what
it means to be a Christian really
helped me in the long run with
understanding the spiritual growth
and journey of my main characters,
which I write from first-person
point of view.”

After she graduated, she
married Jon Crandall, and they
moved to Indianapolis. Dawn spent
| most of her free time at the library.
| One day, in 2005, she came home
with a pile of writing books.

“Jon sees all these books on developing
plot and characters and says, T didn’t know
you wanted to write a book. You should do
it!” Dawn recalled.

She finally got the courage to write her
first novel, The Hesitant Heiress, 10 years after
graduating from TUFW and five years after
her husband encouraged her to write.

Seventy-five percent through her novel,
Dawn got stuck. She felt like her ending was



way too long. So she took a break from
it and started working on another novel for
National Novel Writing Month. That novel
was the start to the second book in her
Everstone Chronicles series.

“I took a character from my first
book and wrote the second book from her
perspective,” Dawn said. “The plot was all
set, and I wrote 50,000 words in 2 month.”

Then Dawn decided she needed to
connect with other writers. Her husband
encouraged her to attend the American
Christian Fiction Writers (ACFW) Conference.
Dawn eventually got a publishing deal
through Whitaker House to write a three-
novel series called The Everstone Chronicles.

Her first book, The Hesitant Heiress, was

released in August. The Hesitant Heiress has
been in the Top 100 Christian historical
romance books on Amazon.com since it
released and is No. 4 on Amazon’s Most
Wished For in Historical Christian Romance.
“Honestly, being a ‘published author’
feels just like being a ‘writer who writes,”
Dawn said. “Tt still feels strange when
someone tells me they’ve either bought
or already read my book. I'm so used to it
being mine, a personal possession. And now
it can literally be anyone’s.”
Dawn’s second book, The Bound Heart,
was released November 3. The final book
in the series, The Captive Imposter, will be
available in February 2015.
