AFS 274 African American This course introduces learners to literature concerning the experiences of Blacks in 3 / 

Literature America. By studying the writings of African American authors, the learners will better 
understand the social, cultural, religious, political and economic forces that have shaped 
Black literary expressions and descriptions.

AFS 305 The Black Family and 
Church, 1780-2000 

This course utilizes an analytical and narrative approach to examine the social, political, 
cultural and economic development of Black women in North America. 

This course uses a historical, social and cultural model to analyze the Black church and 
family as multifaceted institutions. The course will, in addition, examine parallels and 
differences between the two institutions. 

AFS 309 African American Social This course analyzes African Americans' social and political protest from the struggle for 3 • 

and Political Movements freedom during the American Revolutionary War to the struggle for democracy following 
in the U.S., 1800-2000 the Civil War and Reconstruction time periods. 

AFS 311 African American 
Intellectual History, 
1800-2000 

This course specifically examines the roles of Black leaders (male, female and children) 
to show how the principles of self-help and philanthropy were manifestations of the 
intellectual ideas and energy of Black people and how each of these influenced 
grassroots participation among the general African American population for greater 
representation in a Democratic society for the African American community.
