It has been suggested, that David wrote

the sixteenth Psalm during his outlaw life

when he was banished from, his inherit-

ance, hunted by his enemies, and forced

to live from hand to mouth.

The very origin of Thanksgiving tells us what
first prompted them to give thanks! "It owes its origin to the desire of

the Puritans for greater simplicity in the forms of worship of the Established

Church, and the purpose not to celebrate any of the festival days of that

church." They were freemen! They were liberated from the soul-crush-

ing burden of dead formalism. They could worship God according to

aspiration and conscience. By faith their spirits soared to the heights of

vital fellowship with the living God. In His presence they too found
fulness of joy.

Again, we may ask, in the presence of a shattered, disillusioned world,

what is there to give thanks for in 1947? How can we enjoy lavish Thanks-
giving dinners when we realize that millions have only the barest rations

for existence? What is there to give thanks for when a war-weary world
is so soon divided into two snarling camps? When Yalta and Potsdam
agreements made by cocksure statesmen turn out to be the perfidious de-

nials of elemental righteousness? When a low ceiling of despair and

SHADOWS

"Whatsoever things are lovely,

think on these things." Think, for

instance, of the north stretched out

over the empty space, and the earth

hanging upon nothing; the waters

compassed with bounds; the trem-

bling pillars of heaven; the sea di-

vided with God's power, and the

heavens garnished with His Spirit.

"Lo, these are parts of His ways;

but how little a portion is heard of

Him?" Only a shadow, destined

to be appreciated only in a future

apprehension of its substance.

Think also of the baby Moses, a

goodly child; the child Samuel, in

favor with the Lord and also with

men; the little maid who waited on
Naaman's wife and wished her mas-
ter with the prophet in Samaria to

heal him of his leprosy; the boy
David who slew the lion and the

bear and the giant in the name of

the Lord of hosts; Joseph, the son
of Jacob's old age; all the little

children, including your own, of

whom is the Kingdom of heaven.
Even the loveliness of these we now
see through a glass darkly; but
then, ''there shall be children in the

streets of the city, playing in the

streets thereof.'^

Then think of Adam and Eve
cleaving to one another as one flesh;

Isaac who took Rebekah into his

mother's tent and of whom it was
said that ''he loved her;" Jacob,
and Rachel, for whom he served

fourteen years; David and Jon-
athan, whose souls were knit to-

gether in sacrifcial devotion;

Ahasuerus's love for Esther above
all women; Jeremiah's love for the

Jews, so that he suffered many
things for them and expressed his

passion in lamentations, and Paul's,

that he wished himself accursed for

their sakes; the love of Zacharias
for Elizabeth and Joseph for Mary;
the love of every man who leaves

his father and mother to cleave un-

to his wife. Yet even this is but a

figure, a mystery, revealed in Christ

and the church.

Or consider the imagery of the

Song of Solomon, presenting the

beauty of the rose and the lily, the

vineyards and the gardens, the
spices and the gems, the waters and
the floods, and love strong as death;
the rhythm and diction of Isaiah;

the parallelism and simplicity of the

Psalms; the figures and symbolism
of Ezekiel and Jeremiah; the plan
and climax of Amos; the beauty of
Luke; and the superb rhetoric of
Paul's epistles. Exquisite as these

are, they are only the vehicles to

carry truth.

Or give heed, as much as in you
lies, to truth itself: how all have
sinned and come short of the glory

of God; how this came about
through the offense of one man;
then how, by the obedience of One,
"who was delivered for our oflf-enses

and was raised again for our justi-

fication, many became righteous;"

"that as sin hath reigned unto death,

even so might grace reign through
righteousness unto eternal life by
Jesus Christ our Lord;" " that like

as Christ was raised up from the

dead by the glory of the Father,

even so we also should walk in

In this case it was garments and
linens, instead of bread, the waters

were the turbulent Pacific and In-

dian oceans, and the many days

stretched from the period before

Pearl Harbor to 1947. It is a story

of God's providence working in

spite of and through the wrath of

man and proving again that God
uses mysterious ways His wonders
to perform.

Back in 1940-41 Miss Elda Am-
stutz, a Bible Institute missionary

working in the famous Ramabai
Mukti Mission in India, was as-

sembling an outfit preparatory to

another term of service in India.

Friends helped her by providing
garments and linens which would be
needed for the long stay on the

field during difficult war years.

Those gifts were included in a num-
ber of shipping boxes that Miss
Amstutz took with her when she

embarked for the Orient in the fall

of 1941. But the war suddenly in-

tervened. The gifts were lost and
were written off as just one more
item in the vast losses of war.

Miss Amstutz had reached Man-
ila at the time of Pearl Harbor,
where everything soon became a

state of confusion. Most of her
cases were unloaded and bonded in

the custom's house, only to be
seized a little later by the Japanese.
Two boxes—containing the garments
and linens—were left in the ship,

but with airplanes already flying

overhead, it was too late to recover

them. Before long Manila fell to

the Japanese, and Miss Amstutz
spent three long years in an intern-

ment camp. What happened to

those boxes was a mystery until

Miss Amstutz returned to India

several months ago. Had they been
destroyed? or was a proud Oriental

making use of them?
Strange as it may seem, those

very garments and linens were await-

ing Miss Amstutz upon her return

to India! By a devious route they

arrived in India long before Miss
Amstutz.

The boat on which those boxes
were left at Manila slipped out of

the harbor and escaped from the

Japanese. It made its way safely

to Australia. There the cargo was
unloaded and placed in a ware-

house, where the garments and lin-

ens remained for "many days."

Included with Miss Amstutz's
shipment were some boxes that she

was taking to a Mennonite mission-

ary in India as a courtesy to the

missionary and her mother, Mrs. P.

Devil's
MASTERPIECE
You have heard the story un-

doubtedly of the devil going out

of business. He priced his tools

and offered all of them for sale.

At the close of the day all the

devil's tools had been sold but

one: the tool of discouragement.

The reason it had not been sold,

it is alleged, was because it was
too high priced. Some one asked
the devil why it was that the tool

of discouragement was priced so

high. He replied: ''It is my best

tool. When I cannot get an in-

dividual with any other bait, I

usually can get him with dis-

couragement." That's a good
story; but it has one fault: it is

not true. First, the devil is never
going out of business until he is

put out of business forever by
God. Secondly, discouragement
is not the devil's best tool. The
tool upon which the devil de-

pends more than any other is the

tool marked "lies." A lie—the

lie—is the deviil's masterpiece.

The devil's refuge of lies has
three phases in it:

It commences as an ORAL lie.

It is continued as a WRIT-
TEN lie.

It is consummated as a PER-
SONIFIED lie.

Back of it there is a three-fold

purpose:

1. To bring about man's spirit-

ual fall in Eden.

2. To accomplish within the

church a wholesale departure
from the truth as it is in Christ.

3. To secure the enslavem.ent

By Rev. Reginald Shepley

of all men under the Anti-christ

to himself.

Here, then, is the devil's pur-

pose of the ages: It is a substi-

tute program. As to the past, the

devil substituted the principle of

disobedience for the principle ot

obedience. At the present time,

he is substituting the lie of the

devil for the truth of God and
the worship of the creature for

the worship of the Creator. In

the future, he will substitute the

person of the Antichrist for the

person of the Christ.

I. The Oral Lie. Genesis 3:4,5.

That is the devil's first lie. Re-

member the purpose back of it:

It was to accomplish the spiritual

fall of Adam and Eve, put an
end to their spiritual fellowship

with God, secure their expulsion

from Eden, and make sinners of

all their descendants. This pur-

pose was accomplished fully when
man believed the lie of the devil

rather than the truth of God.
When man disobeyed, rather

than obeyed God, man was en-

tirely within the clutches of the

devil. The devil then became
his master and he became the

devil's servant. He still is! That
relationship still exists to this

very hour!

Not content with his victory

and consequent dominion over

the world of mankind, the devil

tried the same procedure with

Jesus Christ, the second man, the

last Adam. He tried to make him

believe a lie during his tempta-

tion in the wilderness and bolster-

ed it by quoting scripture. He
said: ''If thou be the son of God,
cast thyself down: (from the

pinnacle of the temple) for it

is written, 'He shall give his

angels charge concerning thee:

and in their hands they shall

bear thee up, lest at any time

thou dash thy foot against a

stone.' " That sounds very good;

but it was not true. God's promis-

es never hold when disobedience

is substituted for obedience. The
devil purposely left out of the

quotation from Psalm 91 these

words "to keep thee in all thy

ways." God's purpose for Jesus

Christ never included casting

himself from the pinnacle of the

temple to demonstrate his trust

in God! It was the application of

the same devilish principle—dis-

obedience for obedience— under
the guise of trust in Almighty
God by which the devil sought
to bring about the conquest and
subjugation of Jesus Christ. It

miserably failed!

II. The Written Lie, Romans
1:25.

With the passing of time, the

lie of the devil passed from its

oral stage into its written stage.

Regarding it we read: "Who
changed the truth of God into

the lie, and worshipped and
served the creature more than
the Creator, who is blessed for

ever. Amen."

Remember that the purpose of

the devil's life in its written stage

is to accomplish WITHIN THE
CHURCH THE WHOLESALE
DEPARTURE OF MEN AND
WOMEN FROM THE TRUTH
AS IT IS IN CHRIST. That
is the devil's program for today.
That agrees, too, with the
prophecy Paul gives regarding

2:3, as we shall

soon see. First, then, there is to

be the falling away from the

faith as it is in Christ. And that

departure from the faith with-

in the church is to be accom-
plished by the substitution of the
devil's lie for the truth of God
and the worship of the creature

Allow me to ask you a ques-

tion: If that were your program
for today and that was the man-
ner in which that program was to

be accomplished, what would
you do? I'll tell you what I would
do:

1. I'd indoctrinate all the

preachers I could with my lie

and get them to believe it were
the truth of God. I would intro-

duce that program into every

college and seminary in the land.

2. I'd get all the preachers I

could to preach my lies as

though they were the truth of
God so that at the same time that

they were affirming my lies they
would be denying the truth of
the Word of God in order that,

consequently, all Christian
standards would be turned up-
side down.
THAT'S EXACTLY WHAT

THE DEVIL HAS DONE
WITH HIS LIES. Let me il-

lustrate it by reference to the
fundamentals of the faith. This
is what preachers who believe

the devil's masterpiece have to

say about the virgin birth:

"God can come into human life

because God has come into hu-
man life (in Jesus). At its best,

that is what the church has al-

ways meant by the divinity of
Christ. Do not, I beg of you, tie

this great affirmation up with
miraculous accompaniments, such
as the virgin birth—as you know,
I cannot believe it."

Here's the devil's lie about the

deity of Jesus Christ: "I worship

God through man. To know God
is first to know man and to know
man is to worship the divinity

in him . . . Man is my best ex-

pression of deity, and so I bow
reverently at his shrine."

This is what the devil's liars

would have us believe about the

resurrection of Jesus Christ:

''The worm-eaten bones of Jesus

may yet be uncovered in some
'Syrian grave.'

"

If you follow such false teach-

ers, there is absolutely nothing

doctrinally left upon which you
can stand. CHRISTIANITY IS

TURNED UPSIDE DOWN BY
THEM. They condemn what
Christ commends and commend
what Christ condemns!

Regarding all such teachers

John the beloved said: "Who is

the liar but he that denieth that

Jesus is the Christ. He is anti-

christ." 1 John 2:22.

III. The Personified Lie, 2

Thess. 2:3-5; 11.

Not satisfied with the oral and
written presentation of his lies,

the devil is yet to bring about the

physical personification of his

lie. 2 Thess. 2:3-5 tells about
this. Read it carefully. Very
simply it means that the de-

parture from the faith which we
note today is but the prelude to

the appearance of the Antichrist,

the devil's personified lie. The
Antichrist, the tool of the devil,

is going to set himself up in the

temple of God making the dupes
of the devil believe he is God,
and as God will be worshipped
by them. Thus the sin of man
becomes personified in the Man
of Sin.

A scriptural illustration of all

this is provided us in Daniel 3:

1-30. Nebuchadnezzar, king of

Babylon, set up a golden image
upon the plains of Dura and
when the music began playing

everybody was to fall down and
worship the image. Failure to
